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JUNIOR SCHOOL

What are the school hours at NLCS (Singapore)?

First School (Pre-KG to Grade 1) runs from 8:20 AM to 2:20 PM for Pre-KG and KG1, and from 7:50 AM to 3:00
PM for KG2-G1. For our Pre-KG to KG1 students, we offer wraparound care to align with their older siblings’
school hours, helping families manage their daily logistics more smoothly. Lower School (Grades 2 to
Grade 5) operates from 7:50 AM to 3:00 PM, including scheduled enrichment sessions.

How is technology integrated into learning in school?

Technology is used purposefully to enhance creativity, collaboration, and problem-solving. Interactive
tools and digital resources support core subjects while maintaining a healthy balance with hands-on
learning. We do not operate a Bring Your Own Device (BYOD) policy at our school, so students are not
required to purchase or bring a personal laptop or device to school. The school is well equipped with
shared devices (MacBooks and iPads) that are provided to students when needed for lessons, allowing us
to thoughtfully manage and balance screen time. Students also have weekly Computer Science lessons
where the subject is taught discretely, and technology is used to enrich homeroom lessons.

What curriculum and academic pathways are available in NLCS (Singapore)?

NLCS (Singapore)’s Junior School Programme provides a bespoke, academically rigorous education that
nurtures curiosity and confidence. Through specialist teaching, state-of-the-art facilities, and engaging
real-world learning experiences, students develop strong foundations in literacy, numeracy, and critical
thinking skills. A wide range of co-curricular activities within timetable hours further supports their
individual interests, talents, and love of learning.

For Mandarin lessons, each student is placed into one of three pathways according to their proficiency and
needs. Students may move between pathways as their abilities develop.

Native Pathway: For native or first-language speakers who have previously received formal education in
Mandarin.

Second Language Pathway: For students with working knowledge of Mandarin, perhaps from living in a
Chinese-speaking country or speaking it at home, but with limited writing skills.

Language Acquisition Pathway: For students learning Mandarin as a foreign language, whether
beginners or those with some prior study experience.

How does NLCS (Singapore) cater to students with varying academic abilities or
who wish to accelerate or extend their learning?

In the Junior School, we adopt a mixed-attainment approach, where all students engage with the same
core concepts while teachers tailor the level of challenge and support through differentiated tasks,
targeted questioning, and appropriate scaffolding.

Is extended EAL support available for Junior School students, and who qualifies?

Yes. There are two levels of English as an Additional Language support available in the Junior School, both
of which are allocated to students following the admissions process.

In the Junior School, EAL students will receive EAL support by the EAL team, who work with children in
small groups or individually. This support will take place in the child’s classroom, or in a small group
setting in an EAL classroom. There is no additional charge for this support.

Further to this support, the EAL Extended Programme is provided for students in Grades 4 and Grade 5 in
the Junior School, who require further EAL support. In class support is provided by a dedicated EAL Tutor.
However, children on the EAL Extended Programme are expected to attend additional after school support
classes on Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday and Friday from 3:15pm-4:15pm. This provision will be led by
the EAL Tutor and is subject to an additional charge. The school will determine at the point of admission
whether this provision is required for your child.

What are the homework expectations for Junior School students by grade level?

Homework is minimal in the early grades and gradually increases with age. It reinforces class learning,
fosters independence, and encourages reading, reflection, and family engagement in learning. Daily
reading is encouraged for every student. In Junior School, 20-minute homework assignments are given
twice a week for KG2 students, linked to their current learning. This gradually increases to approximately
45 minutes per weekday night, plus an additional 60-90 minutes over the weekend for Grade 5 students.

20-30-minute homework assignments are given out twice a week in addition to weekly
spellings, times tables and daily reading opportunities. Reading books are linked directly to
phonics learning in school and are part of our Literacy programme, Read Write Inc. Students
have a dedicated planner for homework and spellings information each week.

Grade 1

20-30 minutes per weekday night. Tasks are set on a weekly basis and may include reading,

Grade 2 reading comprehension, spellings, unit-related activity and mental mathematics.

20-30 minutes per weekday night, plus an additional 40-60 minutes to be done over the
Grade 3 weekend. Tasks may include reading, reading comprehension, spellings, unit-related activity,
and mental mathematics.

35-40 minutes per weekday night, plus an additional 70-80 minutes to be done over the
Grade 4 weekend. Tasks are set on a weekly basis and may include reading, reading comprehension,
spellings, unit-related activity, and mental mathematics.

Approximately 45 minutes per weekday night, plus an additional 60-90 minutes to be done over
Grade 5 the weekend. To enable a smooth transition to the Senior School, Grade 5 homework will be set
in a similar style to the Senior School.
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SENIOR SCHOOL

What are the school hours at NLCS (Singapore)?

Senior School (Grades 6 to 10) and Sixth Form (Grades 11 to 12) operate from 7:50 AM to 3:30 PM. For Grade
6 and above, optional enrichment activities, such as CCAs, take place after school from 3:45 PM onwards.

How is technology integrated into Senior School learning at NLCS (Singapore)
(e-learning, digital tools, research skills)?

We firmly believe that the careful and limited use of technology can enhance learning. Students are
introduced to digital tools where they provide maximum benefit for learning in subjects, and our school
library has a very wide range of online tools and platforms to help students with research.

What curriculum and academic pathways are available in NLCS (Singapore)?

The NLCS (Singapore) curriculum for Grades 6 to 10 students is of our own design, with its roots in that of
NLCS (UK) and guided by the framework of the International Baccalaureate (IB) Middle Years
Programme(MYP).

The NLCS (Singapore) curriculum for Grades 11 to 12 students follows the International Baccalaureate (IB)
Diploma Programme (DP).

The MYP and DP curriculum frameworks allow students and staff at NLCS (Singapore) to aspire to our
Guiding Statements while fulfilling the IB mission and implementing IB philosophy. Thus, it focuses on
academic rigour and scholarship whilst incorporating elements designed to cater for a truly international
cohort aspiring to attend elite universities across the world.

How does NLCS (Singapore) cater to students with varying academic abilities or
who wish to accelerate or extend their learning?

In the Senior School, differentiation is embedded within both classroom practice and subject pathways to
ensure that all students are appropriately supported and consistently challenged.

In Mathematics, differentiated pathways allow progression to be aligned with each student’s readiness
and pace, ensuring depth of understanding while maintaining high expectations.

Similarly, language pathways are structured according to proficiency levels, enabling students to enter at
a point that provides the right balance of support and academic stretch.

Students are also encouraged to seek guidance directly from their subject teachers for targeted support.
In addition, lunchtime subject clinics offer valuable opportunities for one-to-one assistance on specific
topics, reinforcing understanding and building confidence.
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Is extended EAL support available for Senior School students, and who qualifies?

Yes. Decided during the admissions process, students may receive English as an Additional Language
lessons as part of their timetabled curriculum. As of August 2026, this will become known as English
Language Acquisition, and selected students will be allocated this lesson instead of English Language and
Literature on their timetable.

For those students who require further support, some students may be required to enrol onto the
Extended EAL Programme, which is available to Grades 6 to Grade 8 students. Students will be allocated a
tutor who will provide in class support to students. This takes place in either the classroom, or small group
work during the lesson.

Students on the Extended EAL Programme are expected to attend additional classes after school. These
run every day from 3:45 PM to 4:45 PM, and students are required to attend four after-school sessions per
week. Please note that there is an additional charge for this provision. The school will determine at the
point of admission whether your child should be enrolled in this programme.

Where do NLCS (Singapore) graduates go for university after Sixth Form?

Graduates have secured places at top global universities, including leading institutions such as Stamford
University, Imperial College London and the University of Cambridge, demonstrating real-world success
following the school’s rigorous academic programme and careers guidance services.

What are the homework expectations for Senior School students by grade level?

Homework gradually increases as students progress through the school. It reinforces class learning,
fosters independence, and encourages reading, reflection, and family engagement in learning. Daily
reading is encouraged for every student. In Senior School (Grades 6 to 10), students typically receive
homework in two subjects each day, with each assignment designed to take approximately 45 to 60
minutes to complete.

GRADE HOMEWORK GUIDELINES

Grade 6 Two subjects per evening, 45 minutes per subject.

Grade 7 and 8 Two subjects per evening, 45 minutes per subject.

Two subjects per evening, 45 minutes per subject. In addition, students are expected
Grade 9 and 10 to spend an average of 2 hours per week on extracurricular
academic research, independent study and Personal Project work.

There is no homework timetable for Sixth Form students. However, they are expected
to complete a total of 15-18 hours' work outside of the classroom per week, including
both prep time and study periods during the school day. Though the exact balance will
vary depending on the time of year as pressures relating to deadlines and university
Sixth Form applications change, a typical week's work will be comprised of:

« Up to two and a half hours per HL subject

+ Up to one and a half hours per SL subject

« One hour on the Extended Essay

+ One hour of TOK

« One hour on university application preparation
+ Three hours of CAS activities
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Admissions and General Information

How are students supported if they face difficulties — academic, emotional or social?

Students can access help via their Homeroom Tutor, the Emotional-Guidance Counsellor or
Learning-Support team. The pastoral team ensures timely intervention, tailored support and a safe space
for student wellbeing and academic needs. There is no one-size-fits-all solution to issues. We take a
student-centred approach and put in place whatever is necessary for our students to thrive.

Can we apply for a place at any time during the year?

Yes, NLCS (Singapore) accepts applications throughout the academic year, subject to seat availability.
However, for certain grades (especially upper years) there may be additional considerations, so early
application is recommended.

What is the admissions assessment process for different grade levels?
